Dr. Robinson is creating the trifecta of contribution where the
individual givers, the business sponsors, and the local government grants will allow HDG to focus more time
and energy on care rather than fundraising. Currently, the winter shelter is a twelve week program, but the

need is actually year long.

children, and the cost of supplies for homeless shelters during the cold winter months.
