The facility urges those of Jewish faith who are battling addiction to contact them to schedule a tour of the

estate. The Rabbi states that someone is always available to answer any questions and help with any needs,

and that the goal of the facility is to provide the counseling and care needed to help clients to seek the road to

recovery.
