Unfortunately, it was a slight

disappointment for surfers, who didn't get that perfect wave, and tourists, who couldn't enjoy the sea."

That said, many people who had rented condos and were not there for surfing enjoyed sitting on the beach to

watch those who did brave the waves. The Gulf is known for its calm, crystal clear waters, so it was unusual

to see it in that state. Other than the big surf, the hurricane did not have a major impact on the area and

tourists enjoyed fine Pensacola Beach dining with views of something a little bit different for a change.
