Bidders, while they do not get to see precisely what may be in bags or boxes, do get a look at the unit
contents in general, and then they begin their bidding. Many bidders use storage unit gains to resell to try to

The company did not state at what level bidding would begin. The company representative says that the



beginning bid price will be stated at the auction and then bidders can begin to compete for the goods that are
included in each unit. The auction currently has a listing of six different units that will be auctioned off, and

bidders can compete on any of those listed units.

Upon winning a bid, the company states that payment must be made before the winning bidder will have
complete access to the goods that are included in the unit. The company representative states that those
who are interested in bidding in the auction should come prepared with the money that they need to pay for
the unit should they win the bid on that unit. He states that they are not able to provide a monetary value for
each unit, and that bidders will simply have to trust that they are bidding on items that will turn them a profit if
that is their goal. Storage auctions in the past have proven to be very lucrative for those who take the

contents of those units and then turn around and resell them in used goods stores or their own auctions.
