High on that list is

mechanically-fastened roofing. These are always recommended in areas that are prone to hurricanes and/or

heavy thunderstorms. Another way that is possible is to use the ?fully adhered? approach which basically

means that the roofing material is fully glued down to the structure below. When it is done properly, the roof

actually becomes fully waterproofed. Many people feel that this approach is actually the easiest way to make

a roof look exceptionally good.

TPO also helps keep a building cooler in the summer because it helps repel UV rays. This can help lower the

need for cooling equipment which can save utility costs tremendously.
