Schebler Heating and Air Introduces Furnace Repair

Schebler Heating and Air has announced the introduction of furnace repair services in DeWitt, lowa. The
decision follows an internal review of service patterns in Eastern lowa and reflects a response to heating

system repair needs observed in the community.

DeWitt, a growing city in Clinton County, includes a variety of residential neighborhoods, commercial
buildings, and public facilities. With many homes featuring heating systems that have been in use for several
decades, service data indicated a steady increase in calls related to furnace performance. According to
internal assessments, issues ranged from systems struggling to maintain consistent heating to units requiring

significant repair after years of operation.
?DeWitt emerged as one of the communities where furnace repair requests were becoming more frequent,?
said Lance McDanel, spokesperson for Schebler Heating and Air. ?The addition of this service here was

based on those documented trends.?

The operational rollout of furnace repair services in DeWitt includes allocating technician hours specific to the



city, modifying dispatch routes to incorporate the area more efficiently, and preparing service vehicles with
parts most often required for furnace repairs. These adjustments were made in response to the types of

issues commonly reported in homes and businesses throughout DeWitt.

Service records highlighted recurring problems such as uneven heating, short cycling, ignition difficulties, and
reduced system performance during colder months. In older housing stock, these issues were often linked to
equipment nearing the end of its expected service life. In newer developments, requests were more

frequently associated with system calibration or component failures.

Commercial properties in DeWitt also contributed to the review process. Small businesses, offices, and light
industrial facilities generated calls requiring service approaches distinct from those used in residential
settings. Multi-zone heating systems and larger capacity furnaces presented challenges that required

technician preparation and planning specific to commercial environments.

To evaluate the success of the service introduction, Schebler Heating and Air is monitoring several
performance indicators, including appointment availability, average service duration, and the rate of follow-up
visits. The company has stated that these measures will help determine whether additional adjustments are

necessary as furnace repair services become established in DeWitt.

McDanel noted that the introduction of furnace repair services in DeWitt is part of a larger initiative to assess
demand across Eastern lowa. ?We reviewed service activity in several communities, and DeWitt consistently

showed the kinds of patterns that indicated a need for dedicated furnace repair coverage,? he said.

The decision to expand into DeWitt reflects the community?s role as a hub within Clinton County. Its mix of
older neighborhoods, expanding residential areas, and active commercial sector made it a location where
service demand was both steady and diverse. Internal reviews suggested that this combination of factors

contributed to higher-than-average requests for heating system repairs.

Schebler Heating and Air is continuing its evaluations in other nearby communities to determine whether
similar adjustments are warranted. Each review includes analysis of service call data, technician activity, and
the age of heating equipment in the area. The goal is to align operational changes with observed demand

rather than applying a uniform model across all service locations.

By introducing furnace repair services in DeWitt, the company is addressing a specific pattern of service
needs identified through its ongoing assessments. The changes are expected to provide insight into how

similar expansions might be structured in neighboring cities and throughout Eastern lowa.
