Unlike portable fog

machines used in stage production and DJ events, the systems installed by Nimbus Ground Effects are built

into the property with concealed lines, hidden nozzles, and a compact control unit designed to remain out of

sight. The fog stays close to the ground rather than rising, producing an effect that resembles natural morning

mist across the outdoor space. Nimbus Ground Effects is not a fog machine retailer and does not sell



portable fog equipment. The company exclusively designs, installs, and maintains permanent and temporary

ground-level fog systems for outdoor properties.

Residential fog system installation from Nimbus Ground Effects is available to homeowners in Argyle,

Denton, Flower Mound, Highland Village, Keller, Southlake, Trophy Club, and surrounding communities in the

northern Dallas-Fort Worth area. The company offers both standard and premium residential system

configurations, with premium systems featuring multi-zone control, LED ground lighting, and smart home

integration compatible with iOS, Android, Amazon Alexa, and Google Home platforms.
