National data from Angi indicates 71 percent of homeowners postponed at least one remodeling

project in 2025 due to cost pressures. Industry reviews on platforms such as Angi and Houzz consistently

identify communication breakdowns between contractors and homeowners as the most frequent source of

project dissatisfaction, reinforcing demand for single-point-of-contact project management.

Amazon's HQ2 buildout in neighboring Arlington and the Virginia Tech Innovation Campus continue to draw

tech professionals into Alexandria neighborhoods including Old Town North, Potomac Yard, and Del Ray,

driving renovation demand among new buyers and long-term residents modernizing aging housing stock.

Beyond dedicated kitchen remodeling services, the regional designer manages bathroom renovations shaped

by the 2026 Kitchen and Bath Trends Report from the National Kitchen and Bath Association, including

spa-inspired features, smart technology integration, and accessibility-forward layouts for multi-generational

living.
